MANDATORY INSTRUCTIONS

ABOUT THE CONDUCT OF DEPUTIES CANDIDATES’ CHECK UP FOR AFFILIATION TO EX-STATE SECURITY, THE GENERAL STAFF INTELLIGENCE OFFICE AND THE BORDER ARMY INTELLIGENCE SECTION, INCLUDING THEIR PREDECESSORS AND SUCCESSORS IN THE PERIOD AFTER THE 9TH OF SEPTEMBER 1944 
· ART.3, PH. 3 OF THE LAW ON ELECTION OF DEPUTIES 
(PROMULGATED IN STATE GAZETTE No 32 ON 12.04.2005)

THE STATE COMMISSION ON INFORMATION SECURITY (SCIS) acting as a state body responsible for the implementation of the policy of the Republic of Bulgaria in the area of protection of classified information and which organizes, conducts, coordinates and controls the activity on protection of that information and on the grounds of art.10, ph.1, p.4 of CIPA and SCIS Decision according to Minutes No28 from 26.04.2005, issues the present MANDATORY INSTRUCTIONS addressed to subjects treated by CIPA in the following aspects:

I. DEFINITIONS IN THE SENSE OF THE PRESENT MANDATORY INSTRUCTIONS

 
1. Deputy candidates – persons who have expressed their consent to be included in the election lists of parties, coalitions and initiative committees that are registered for participation in the elections before the Central Election Commission according to the Law on election of deputies. 

2. Affiliation – persons who were permanently employed or were a part-time collaborators to the Ex-State Security, the General Staff Intelligence Office and the Border Army Intelligence Section.

3. Permanently employed collaborators – Bulgarian citizens who were in service of the Ex-State Security, the General Staff Intelligence Office, and the Border Army Intelligence Section acting as field agents.

4. Part-time collaborators- Bulgarian citizens who were registered as secret collaborators to the Ex-State Security, the General Staff Intelligence office or the Border Army Intelligence section.

II. CHECK UP RANGE
1. Persons check up range – the candidate deputies are subject to check up for affiliation

2. Information archives and funds check up range:

2.1. Information and archives Directorate – Ministry of Interior

2.2. Human resources Directorate – Ministry of Interior

2.3. National Intelligence Service

2.4. Security – Military Police and Military Counterintelligence Service – Ministry of Defence

2.5. Defence Information Service – Ministry of Defence

III. PROCEDURE FOR THE CONDUCT OF THE CHECK UP

1. General provisions

1.1. The check up under art.3, ph.3 of the Law on election of deputy candidates is conducted once the parties, coalitions or initiative committees register for participation in the election before the Central Election Commission according to the Law on election of deputy candidates and before registration of the candidates’ list before the Regional Election Commissions.

1.2. The Central Election Commission sends to SCIS copy of its decision to register each party, coalition or initiative committee. 

1.3. Upon the completion of the parties, coalitions and initiatives committees’ registration process, the Central Election Commission sends to SCIS a list of all registered parties, coalitions and initiative committees.

1.4. The Central Election Commission sends to SCIS a copy of its decision for the defined number of mandates in the multi-mandate election regions. 

2. Procedure start up
2.1. After the receipt of the copy of the decision as mentioned in p.III.1.2. SCIS notifies the respective executive management of party, coalition and initiative committee to undertake actions on their behalf in compliance with art.3, ph.3 of the Law on election of deputy candidates - Annex 1 of the present mandatory instructions. 

SCIS publishes the information on its web site www.dksi.bg. 

2.2. The parties, coalitions or initiative committees’ leaders summit a written request to SCIS for the check up of the deputy candidates – Annex 2 of the present mandatory instructions. The request is signed by the relevant executive management of the political parties, coalitions or initiative committees. 

The following documents are attached to the request:

a) List of the deputy candidates for all multi-mandate election regions stating name, father’s name and surname of the candidate, its unique civil number and place of birth. The list is provided on paper and on magnetic carrier. The number of deputy candidates cannot exceed the doubled number of mandates in the multi-mandate election region.

b) legally certified declaration submitted by each of the deputy candidates that they agree to be registered as candidates - Annex 3 of the present mandatory instructions;
3. Actions to be carried out after the receipt of a request – SCIS conducts the check up in a 10-day period from the receipt date of the request. SCIS sends out at the same time on paper and on magnetic carrier a written inquiry to all above-mentioned information archives and funds (p.II.2) - Annex 4 of the present mandatory instructions.

3.1. The information archives and funds reply to SCIS in a 7-day period from the receipt of the inquiry. The answer to the inquiry contains solely information in sense of either positive or negative in respect to affiliation - Annex 5 of the present mandatory instructions. The answer is signed by the head of the respective service or directorate and is send to SCIS on paper and on magnetic carrier.

3.2. After the receipt of the answer, SCIS summarises the information received by the five information archives and funds. In the presence of even one positive answer, the overall result from the check up of the information archives and funds is positive.

3.3. SCIS provides the information obtained from the check up of the information archives and funds to the respective executive management of political parties, coalitions and initiative committees through a letter - Annex 6 of the present mandatory instructions. The information is sent on paper and magnetic carrier as it is identical on both.

The present mandatory instructions are issued according to art.10, ph.1, p.4 of CIPA and are subject to immediate implementation.
