Of the total number of incoming 93 Background vetting files, during the period 01-30 June 2005, 93 are discussed at SCIS sessions, as for 83 of them there are resolutions  for issuance of Permissions and Certificates, and 9 of the rest are subject to additional  discussions at SCIS sessions, and a for single one the procedure has been terminated (reference. p.2).



For a period of up to 7 working days after incoming at SCIS of the background vetting files 58 Permissions and Certificates were issued, constituting 69,87 % of the total number of 83 issued for the above period .
