Current information about the activities of the SCIS, the competent authorities and the organizational entities under the CIPA for the period 

1 January 2010 – 2 June 2010
1. General status of the regional and municipal administration, the courts and the prosecutor’s offices 

During the considered period for the regional administrations there was no change in the number of the declared organizational entities (OE) in 2009 – 28, as well as in the number of the registries with issued unique identification numbers (UIN) – 26. The number of the regional governors with issued security clearances has increased from 4 at the end of 2009 to 24 until 2 June 2010. Six personnel security clearances have been issued to information security officers and by this manner their total number has reached 23. Their number is relatively smaller than it was at the end of 2009 when the issued security clearances were 2, which is due to the termination of issued personnel security clearances to information security officers. (Annex 1).  
The declared organizational entities at the municipal administrations in 2009 are 270.  During the half-year 31 personnel security clearances have been issued to mayors, by which their number has increased to 194 as 76 mayors do not possess personnel security clearances. The number of issued unique identification numbers to registries is 8, by which their total number has increased to 193, and the issued personnel security clearances to information security officers are 21 by which their total number has reached 243. (Annex 2). 
During the period the newly declared organizational entities at the courts are 2, by which their total number has reached 175, the issued unique identification numbers to registries are 11 and their number has increased to 76. The issued personnel security clearances to information security officers are 12, but their total number at the end of 2009 and in the middle of this year remains the same – 151 as there are information security officers with terminated security clearances. (Annex 3) 

In the period 4 security clearances to information security officers in organizational entities at the prosecutor’s office have been issued, as the total number at the end of last year and during the period considered remains the same – 37.  (Annex 4) 
2. Activity of the competent authorities on the types of security 
During the first five months of 2010, 147 personnel security clearances were issued to information security officers by the SCIS. The largest number of the clearances issued is with the level of “Secret” – 75 (51%), and the smallest is with the level of “Confidential” – 12 (8%). The security clearances issued with the level of “Top Secret” are 60 (41%). (Annex 5)
10960 security clearances were issued by the competent vetting authorities under the CIPA during the considered period as the largest number of the issued clearances is with the level of “Confidential” 4480 (40%), then are the security clearances with the level of “Secret” 4012 (37%) and the least are these with the level of “Top Secret” 2468 (23%). (Annex 6) 
The NATO security clearances, issued by the SCIS during the first six months of this year, are 1473 in total as 24 (2%) are with the level of “NATO CONFIDENTIAL”, 1239 (84 %) with the level of “NATO SECRET”, 182 (12%) are with the level of “COSMIC TOP SECRET” and 28 (2%) are with the level of “COSMIC TOP SECRET ATOMAL”. (Annex 7) 
The EU security clearances issued are 922 in total, “EU CONFIDENTIAL” – 10 (1%), with the level of “EU SECRET” - 714 (78%) and with the level of “EU TOP SECRET” – 198 (21%). (Annex 8) 

The biggest number of security clearances for foreign classified information is up to and including the level of “SECRET” - “NATO SECRET” - 84% и “EU SECRET” - 78%. 

The security clearances with the level of “TOP SECRET” - “COSMIC TOP SECRET” and “EU TOP SECRET” are respectively 12% и 21%. The least are the security clearances with the levels of “NATO CONFIDENTIAL“– 2%, “COSMIC TOP SECRET ATOMAL” – 2% and “EU CONFIDENTIAL” - 1%. 

During the first five months of 2010 26 unique identification numbers were issued to registries and control points by the SCIS. By keeping this rate it could be expected that in the end of the year more than half of the unique identification numbers (UIN) issued last year will be issued, by which the observed flowing decrease of the number of issued UIN from 568 in 2004 to 90 in 2009 will be continued. (Annex 9) 
During the period 4 UIN were issued to registries for foreign classified information, 1 of which to registry for NATO classified information and 3 for EU classified information. In 2009 their numbers were respectively 3 and 4. The biggest number of UIN issued to registries for NATO classified information was in 2004 – 4, and for EU classified information the biggest number was in 2006 – 19. (Annexes 10 and 11) 
During the period observed UIN have been confirmed to 28 registries. By keeping approximately this number until the end of the year the increase of the numbers confirmed after 2007 will be kept, as the biggest number will be at the end of this year (Annex 12).  
The UIN closed during the five months of this year are 11. if during the second half-year their number is not significantly changed, at the end of the year the UIN closed down will be around 20, by which the flowing decrease of this activity after 2008, when 64 UIN were closed down, will be kept (Annex 13).  

During the first half-year of 2010 15 certificates were issued to information security officers, who had passed training, by the SCIS. The small number of issued certificates may be due to the active training of information security officers conducted during the previous years – 315 in 2004, 322 in 2005, 141 in 2006 and slightly less than 100 in 2007 and 2008. There is a diversion in the tendency for decrease in 2009 when their number was bigger – 218 (Annex 14). 

During the period observed 48 facility security clearances were issued. After maintaining relatively big number of facility security clearances in 2005 – 2007 in the frames of 300, a decrease in the number of issued facility security clearances is observed, as their number will be probably under 100 at the end of the year (Annex 15). 

The decrease in the certificates for completed training of the information security officers correlates with the decrease in the number of the UIN issued to registries and control points and the facility security clearances issued, presented in the diagrams of Annexes 9, 14 and 15. 

This result may be due to the fact that the process of the determination of the organizational entities before the SCIS has been completed to a great extent and the necessary conditions for handling classified information in these entities that really need access have been created. 

Having in mind this fact, the status can be analyzed of these entities that have not completed their obligations under the CIPA (do not have UIN or information security officer) or have declared themselves as organizational entities fictitiously before the Commission.  
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
